Nearest metro stations

Faliro & Piraeus:

Dimotiko Stop. From there, it is a 7 minutes’ walk to Deligiorgi Str.
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From Faliro station, get on these Buses: 040, 130, 217, 218, 229, 500, A1, X96 and get off
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- From Piraeus Station get on these Buses: 218, 915, X96 and get off Venizelou Stop. From
there it is 2 minutes walk to Deligiorgi Str.

On-street Parking

On street parking is very scarce on the vicinity of the venue.

Off-Street Parking

The University doesn’t allow for off street parking. There is a 12" walk from an off-street parking
facility with limited availability (Profitis llias Church, fee-free).
